
RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS

JULY 6, 2016

The regular meeting of the Middleton City Council on July 6, 2016 was called to order by Mayor
Taylor at 6: 30 p.m. 

Roll Call: Council Members Beverlee Furner and Carrie Huggins and Council President Lenny
Riccio were present and Council Member Rob Kiser was absent. 

Motion: Motion to approve the agenda by Council President Riccio was seconded by Council
Member Furner and carried unanimously.

Mayor Taylor presented the item for discussion and questions.

Member Furner and carried unanimously.

The
proposed budget expenses balance with estimated revenues, and does not include a three - 
percent increase allowed by state law. Ms. Newman and answered Council' s questions.
